OUR WORSHIP

Lutherans think of worship not in terms of something we do for God, but rather what
God does for us. We often call our worship a "service," and that means that God
serves us in our need. At the end of his life in 1546, Martin Luther famously said,
"We are beggars" before God. In our liturgy (order of worship), which includes
hymns and songs, specially selected Bible readings, preaching, and Holy
Communion, God serves us by delivering to us sinful human beings the good news
of Jesus Christ as Savior, which we grasp by faith. In turn, we respond with prayer,
praise, and thanksgiving, which carries over into our everyday lives.

PARENTS AND YOUNG CHILDREN

Jesus said, "Let the little children come to me." The presence of children in
worship, even when they are noisy, is a gift to the Church and a reminder that our
parish is growing. If you have to leave worship with your children, feel free to do so,
but even more so, feel free to come back in!

PRAYER BEFORE HOLY COMMUNION

We do not presume to come to your table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own
righteousness, but in your manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy to gather up the
crumbs under your table. But you are the same Lord whose property is always to have
mercy. Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son, Jesus
Christ, and so to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in him and he in us. Amen

The Liturgy of the Word

THE FIRST LESSON Isaiah 65:1-9

L: A reading from Isaiah.

God declares his faithfulness to the remnant of those Israelites who returned from their
exile in Babylon. Even with the unfaithfulness of the people, God desires to show his
love.

'l was ready to be sought by those who did not ask for me; | was ready to be
found by those who did not seek me. | said, “Here | am, here | am,” to a
nation that was not called by my name. | spread out my hands all the day to
a rebellious people, who walk in a way that is not good, following their own
devices; *a people who provoke me to my face continually, sacrificing in
gardens and making offerings on bricks; *who sit in tombs, and spend the
night in secret places; who eat pig's flesh, and broth of tainted meat is in their
vessels; *who say, “Keep to yourself, do not come near me, for | am too holy
for you.” These are a smoke in my nostrils, a fire that burns all the day.
®Behold, it is written before me: “I will not keep silent, but | will repay; | will
indeed repay into their lap “both your iniquities and your fathers' iniquities
together, says the Lord; because they made offerings on the mountains and
insulted me on the hills, | will measure into their lap payment for their former
deeds.”

THE SECOND LESSON Galatians 3:23-29

L: A reading from Galatians.

In this important letter to the Galatians, Paul emphasizes that Christians are not put right
with God by their obedience to God's law. Instead, they, like Abraham from long ago, are
justified by God's grace through their faith, trust in God and God's promises.

“Now before faith came, we were held captive under the law, imprisoned
until the coming faith would be revealed. **So then, the law was our guardian
until Christ came, in order that we might be justified by faith. *But now that
faith has come, we are no longer under a guardian, *for in Christ Jesus you
are all sons of God, through faith. ?’For as many of you as were baptized into
Christ have put on Christ. 2There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither
slave nor free, there is no male and female, for you are all one in Christ
Jesus. *And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's offspring, heirs
according to promise.

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THE GOSPEL Luke 8:26-39

P: The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the 8" chapter.
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Glo - ry to you, O  Lord.

*Then they sailed to the country of the Gerasenes, which is opposite Galilee.
“'When Jesus had stepped out on land, there met him a man from the city
who had demons. For a long time he had worn no clothes, and he had not
lived in a house but among the tombs. ?When he saw Jesus, he cried out
and fell down before him and said with a loud voice, “What have you to do
with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? | beg you, do not torment me.”
*For he had commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (For
many a time it had seized him. He was kept under guard and bound with
chains and shackles, but he would break the bonds and be driven by the
demon into the desert.) **Jesus then asked him, “What is your name?” And
he said, “Legion,” for many demons had entered him. *’And they begged him
not to command them to depart into the abyss. **Now a large herd of pigs
was feeding there on the hillside, and they begged him to let them enter
these. So he gave them permission. *Then the demons came out of the man
and entered the pigs, and the herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake
and drowned.

*When the herdsmen saw what had happened, they fled and told it in the city
and in the country. *Then people went out to see what had happened, and
they came to Jesus and found the man from whom the demons had gone,
sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in his right mind, and they were afraid.
*%And those who had seen it told them how the demon-possessed man had
been healed. *’Then all the people of the surrounding country of the
Gerasenes asked him to depart from them, for they were seized with great
fear. So he got into the boat and returned. **The man from whom the demons
had gone begged that he might be with him, but Jesus sent him away,
saying, **“Return to your home, and declare how much God has done for
you.” And he went away, proclaiming throughout the whole city how much
Jesus had done for him.
